In this order “review date” means, in relation to a recalculation authorization order, the day and month in every year that is the anniversary of the issuance of the recalculation authorization order. 

The provisions of the regulations made under section 55 of the Parenting and Support Act, R.S.N.S. 1989, c. 160, as amended, are to be applied in respect to the recalculation of child support.

It is Ordered:

Review and Recalculation

1.
On the review date, the Recalculation Clerk must review and recalculate the table amount of child support payable pursuant to the applicable Child Support Guidelines by applying the following process:
a.
In each year, no later than 60 days before the review date [name of payor] must provide to the Recalculation Clerk at [address], the following financial information that will permit calculation of annual income in accordance with section 16 of the Child Support Guidelines for the most recent taxation year:   


(i)
a copy of the payor's personal income tax return, as filed, and a copy of each 
notice of assessment and re-assessment issued to the payor, including all schedules and 
attachments,


(ii)
if the payor has filed an income tax return but has not yet received a notice of 
assessment or reassessment, a copy of the income tax return, including all schedules 
and attachments, and any document or documents that further set out the payor's 
annual income from all sources,

(iii)
if the annual recalculation takes place before the payor has filed an income tax 

return, any document or documents that set out the payor's annual income from all 
sources.


b.
If [name of payor] does not provide financial information sufficient to determine annual income in accordance with section 16 of the Child Support Guidelines from all sources for the most recent taxation year, [his/her] income will be deemed to be ten percent (10%) more than the annual income attributed to [him/her] in the most recent of the previous child support order or recalculated order.


c.
The payor shall become liable to pay the recalculated amount of child support thirty-one days after both parties to whom the order relates are notified of the recalculation.


d.
If a recalculation is made a copy of the recalculated order must be sent to [name of payor] and to [name of recipient] at their designated addresses.

Restrictions on recalculation

2.
The Recalculation Clerk must not recalculate child support if any of the circumstances outlined in section 15 of the Administrative Recalculation of Child Support Regulations occurs.

3.
If the Recalculation Clerk has not recalculated the child support to be paid the Clerk must send a statement to the parties explaining why no recalculation has been made.   


Right to Object to recalculated amount

4.
Either party who does not agree with the recalculated amount may object, within 30 days after receiving notification of the recalculated amount, by making an application to vary, rescind or suspend the recalculated order.  

Notice to Recalculation Clerk

5.
A copy of this order must be filed with the Recalculation Clerk for the purpose of referral to the administrative recalculation program no later than five working days after the order is made. 

6.
Both parties SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 must notify the Recalculation Clerk at Administrative Recalculation of Child Support Program, P.O. Box 23, Halifax, NS, B3J 2L4 in writing of a change to any of the following contact information no later than ten days after the date of the change:

Notice to Director of Maintenance Enforcement
7.
Both parties must advise the Office of the Director of Maintenance Enforcement at Administrative Recalculation of Child Support Program, P.O. Box 803, Halifax, Nova Scotia B3J 2V2 of any change to their address, within ten (10) days of the date of the change, pursuant to section 42(1) of the Maintenance Enforcement Act.  

8.
[Name of party paying support] must advise the Office of the Director of Maintenance Enforcement at P.O. Box 803, Halifax, Nova Scotia B3J 2V2 of a change in location, address and place of employment, including the commencement or cessation of employment, within ten (10) days of the date of the change, pursuant to section 42(2) of the Maintenance Enforcement Act.
